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Procedures of Press Conference
The Meeting of the Council of European Union
Article I
Abstraction
1. Press Conference is a statement from the Delegates which contains standing position of the Delegates towards the issue which is discussed in the meeting, and/or to fulfill the national interest of the delegate.
Article II

Technical
1. Registration of the Press Conference can only requested by noting to scheduler of the Press Conference officer through the Liaison Officers of the Delegates.

2. Duration of a single press conference session is five minutes, including the Delegate’s statement and interview.
3. The Press Conference will be held in four sessions. 
3.a)
Registration of the first session of the Press Conference will be opened 10 minutes after the first session of the meeting begins, and the Press Conference will be held 5 minutes after the registration begins.
3.b)
Registration of the second session of a Press Conference will be opened 5 minutes after the second session of the meeting begins, and the Press Conference will begin at that very moment.
3.c)
Registration of the third session of the Press Conference will be opened 5 minutes after the third session of the meeting begins, and the Press Conference will be held 5 minutes after the registration begins.

3.d)
Registration of the fourth session of the Press Conference will be opened 5 minutes after the fifth session of the meeting begins, and Press Conference will begins at that very moment.
4. The registration of the Press Conference will be closed 10 (ten) minutes before each session of the meeting ends, and/or if the quota of the Press Conference has been fulfilled.
5. The Delegates must give a press release to the Press Conference Officer after his/her press conference session is over, and the press release will be distributed to the entire Delegates.
Article III
Statement
1. Press Conference can be a single statement or a joint statement.

1.a)
Single statement is a statement which is delivered by only one Delegate.
1.b)
Joint statement is a statement which is delivered by two or more Delegates in a coalition. The attendance of each member of the coalition is required.

2. The statement should be related to the substance of the agenda that being discussed in the meeting.

3. After the Delegates delivered the statement, there might be some questions that will be addressed to the Delegates by the press related to the statement and the substance of the agenda that being discussed in the meeting.

Article IV
Terms and Condition
1. The order of the Delegates in press conference session is based respectively on the order of the Delegates whom have applied to do the press conference.

2. Statement in the First turn of the press conference has to be a single statement.
3. Notes from the Delegates whom already carry out the press conference will not be processed until the entire Delegates are done with the Press Conference in the First turn, unless there is spare time or in a case of cancellation by the Delegates.
